I. Vision is the ability to see:  Awareness
II. Vision is the faith to believe:  Attitude
III. Vision is the willingness to do: Action
Vision gives birth to the courage to say "Lord if that is you; let me come to you walking on the water," like Peter.
Vision gives birth to the courage to say; "As for me and my house, we will serve the Lord," like Joshua.
Vision gives birth to the courage to say "If God be for us, who can be against us," like Paul.
Vision gives birth to the courage to say; "The trials of this life are not worthy to be compared with the glory of the next life," like the author of Hebrews

IV. Vision is:  The opportunity to matter: Arise!!! (Neh. 1:1-12)

A. A visionary sees the need others ignore (Nehemiah 1:1-3)

B. A visionary feels the need deep in his heart (v.4)

C. A visionary shares the need with God in prayer

1. He confessed sin and sought purity of heart and motive (vs.6b-7)

2. He prayed God’s Word (vs.8-9) 

3. He petitioned God for success  (vs.10-11) 

D. A visionary practices real faith (James 2:14-19)
1. He gave himself

2. He used his influence
3. He gave his tithes and offerings (Neh. 10:37) 

From a Spiritual perspective: Vision is the ability to see in advance by Spirit anointed eyes what God wants to accomplish through you to build His kingdom.
