Men and Women are Different

I Peter 3:1-7

Introduction:  This will be a shock to some in our culture, but men and women are actually different!  Not until we acknowledge that fact and then examine and embrace what God says about how they are to interact will we begin to build model and lasting marriages.  Today we will look at how Peter acknowledges those differences and gives wise counsel regarding the rules of engagement in a Christian home.

I. Godly women make great wives
A. Wives are to be submissive (v.1-2)

A. Wise husbands receive their wives

C. Wise husbands ravish their wives (Eph. 5:25)  

1. Men are initiators 

2. Women are responders 

a) A wife needs a husband in whom she can be proud 

(Prov. 31:23)

b) A wife needs a husband who provides security (Prov. 31:25)

c) A wife needs to be loved and esteemed by her husband and 

children  (Prov. 31:28) 

Important Note:  Love means to give unconditionally.  The opposite of love in the Greek is not hate, but apostasy, meaning to draw back.
