We are More Than Conquerors

Romans 8:28-39

What do you do when disappointments come?  And they will come!  How do you handle adversity?  Jon Maxwell writes, “When God wants to educate a man, He does not send him to the school of graces, but to the school of necessities.  Through the pit and the dungeon, Joseph came to the throne.  Moses tended the sheep in the desert before God called him for service.  Hosea cared for an unfaithful wife…”


It has been stated, “Adversity is prosperity to those who possess a great attitude.”  And in the same vein of thought, “No society has ever developed tough men during times of peace.”

VI.
God’s promise “…For those God foreknew he also predestined to be 
conformed to the likeness of His Son…If God be for us (and He is!) who can 
be against us?...(nothing) shall separate us from the love of God that is in 
Christ Jesus our Lord.”

(2.) Who is he that condemns us? 

(3.) Who shall separate us from the love of Christ?
