Why I Believe in Eternal Security

John 10:27-30

No doctrine of the Bible is more identified with Baptists than Eternal Security, often referred to as “once saved, always saved.”  As we enjoy the fellowship afforded the church through the ordinance of the Lord’s Supper, I want to discuss with you this wonderful teaching that is so widely misunderstood and often criticized by those who do not understand it. The key to eternal security is found in the first part of the phrase, “once saved, always saved,”…Have you ever been saved?

People often say to me, if I believed that I could be saved and then sin all I want and not lose it, I would.  My answer?  “That’s exactly what I have done, in fact, I sin more than I want.  When a person is saved, the Holy Spirit takes up residence inside their heart and every time that person sins, He is grieved, causing the true follower of Jesus to want to sin less.  If you can continue in sin without remorse, after you profess Christ, it is proof that you do not possess Christ.”
